Board of Directors Regular Meeting

On April 11, 2015, the GWEOA Board of Directors held a regular meeting at 88 County Road 99. Present were the three Directors: Brian Campbell, Peter Day, and John McCarty.

I. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by the President Brian Campbell at 1:41 PM.

II. Approve minutes of December 13, 2014 Directors’ Meeting 

The draft of the minutes prepared by John McCarty was reviewed. A correction to the draft to reflect the dues actually collected was made. Pete moved, Brian seconded, and the Board voted unanimously that the minutes be approved as corrected.
III. Treasurers Report

The Treasurer, Pete Day, reported that he had updated the records as of March 30, 2015 & that the checkbook balance on that date was $9060.64. The dues of all owners and GWE have been paid and all bills as of March 30, 2015 have been paid including the State of Colorado Periodic Report. Based on the March balance the funds are $5,500 for Paintbrush Reserve and $3,560.64 for General Expenses. Brian moved, John seconded, and the Board approved the report.
IV. AIC Report

Brian reported that there had been no AIC activity and that he plans to contact Dave Erb prior to the next BOD meeting regarding any contacts to the AIC. 
V. Old Business - Fee Agreement with Grand West Properties
Brian reported that the Fee Agreement Contract with Grand West Properties had been signed and notarized by Grand West Estates and signed but not yet notarized for Grand West Properties as J. D. McKeen had not traveled to Colorado as yet. However the completion was expected.
VI. Old Business - Report on Paintbrush Place

Brian reported that Brad Palmer, Director of Lake County Road & Bridges, was still of the opinion that the county was in a position to take over maintenance of Paintbrush Place. The meeting planned for March 2015 to assess what upgrades are needed before the county would accept responsibility for maintenance has not taken place as yet due to continuing snow coverage. Other items scheduled to be discussed at this meeting was the expected cost & responsibility for doing the upgrade. The county did snowplow Paintbrush for most of the winter when doing the other roads in Grand West. Brian will continue to work this question with Brad and subsequently with the County Commissioners.
VII. Other Old Business – River Valley
Brian reported that Dave Horning, Manager of Grand West Properties had been approached by Steve Smith, the local manager for Evergreen development about enhancing and joint use of the river bottom land. Dave was interested and wanted to pursue the topic with us.
The BOD discussed the several factors that Horning raised as a result of his discussion with Smith including value to Lake County, equipment to groom cross country trails and to maintain hiking trails and bike paths. The BOD noted that Smith needs to talk to Grand West Estates directly, not through Grand West Properties, that more information is needed about Evergreens’ plans and proposal, how the valley status would be affected, before it makes sense to bring the topic to the owners. 
VIII. New Business – Summer Picnic
It was decided that the picnic would be held on one of the last 3 weekends in July. Brian reported that the Harpes had volunteered to host the picnic so he would contact them & see which weekend would fit their schedule best.
IX. New Business – Next BOD meeting

The next Director’s meeting will be planned for the same weekend in July as the Summer Picnic. The date, time & place will be set after the picnic is set.
